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Abstract deadline 1 February 2009
Abstracts should conform to the following instructions.  

a)
The abstract should be typed within the 12.6 cm x 14.6 cm box below. See example on page 2.
b)
The format indicated below should be followed.  Note in particular:

1. The abstract should be in English.

2. Title should be written in capitals.  The title should contain the main contents of the abstract.

3. New line for authors.  The presenting author's name should be first.  Format: A.B. Other, C.D. Another.

4. New line for address (sufficient for mailing).

5. New line for text.  Indent first line of each paragraph with three spaces.
6. Type using the whole width, and the whole height, of the box.  Do not include any blank lines, do not give subheadings in the text. Do not include tables or figures. Do not underline, italicize or embolden any word.
7. Use "Times Roman 12", i.e. 12 point, single line (2 lines per cm) spacing, to give the allowed maximum of 29 lines and 1850 characters/spaces.
